To summarise, we have asked you here to this 
exhibition to:
•	 Inform you that we are moving forward with 

our plans for Inverness Campus following the 
HIE Board’s decision to invest £25 million 
expenditure in this project over 5 years 

•	 Tell you how we have listened to the feedback 
from the last exhibition and used it to shape 
the masterplan for Phase One by changing 
access to the campus from Culloden Road 
and by widening the A9 slip road  

•	 Give you an opportunity to comment on our 
plans for Phase 1, which is an application for 
the core campus only and will be considered 
alongside the existing application for our 
entire landholding at Beechwood. This 
application is for those institutions which have 
expressed an interest in immediately moving 
to the Campus:

o	Inverness College 
o	UHI
o	Scottish Agricultural College
o	Centre for Health Science
o	Social Enterprise Hotel
o	Indoor sports facility 

•	 Remind you of our vision to create a world- 
class campus facility that will attract and 
retain young people in the area and generate 
economic wealth for the region

We want to hear your comments about this 
project.  In particular, we would welcome any 
specific observations on the content of the 
masterplan to help us form the forthcoming 
planning application for this first phase of the 
development of Inverness Campus.  

In terms of timing we anticipate planning 
permission could be granted as early as Spring 
2010.

On this basis, HIE will immediately move into 
a phase of detailed design of the essential 
infrastructure necessary to open up the land and 
allow development of Phase 1 to proceed.  The 
target will be to have a contractor appointed and 
these initial works underway the beginning of 
2011.  

The aspiration is then to have the first buildings 
occupied from mid 2013 onwards.
